Regardless of the genesis of the in-
tervention by NATO in Libya, the AU 

called for dialogue before and after 

the UN resolutions 1970 and 1973 

that authorized the use of force.  

Irrespective of the issues precipitat-
ing the Libyan crisis, the most pru-

dent direction is dialogue. Dialogue 

that will include: the NTC, repre-

sentatives of the Gaddafi royalists, 

regional blocs, the African Union, 

the Arab League and the UN. The  
guiding focus for the dialogue 

should include forming a transition-

al mechanism of governance, resto-

ration of peace and stability, equita-

ble reconstruction, and eventually 
introducing competitive politics af-

ter agreed reforms. A clear timetable 

with milestones should be a critical 

pillar for the process.
